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Reminders

Book bags

A massive thank you to our parents who have worked with us to
ensure that bags are within the dimensions needed to safely fit on the
pegs designated to the children. As mentioned in previous
newsletters, there is not room on the pegs for bulky bags / rucksacks.

Any children bringing bags / rucksacks that can not fit on the pegs will
now be asked to leave them at the designated rucksack stop’ where
the lunch boxes are kept.

Correct Uniform

The children should now be wearing their winter uniform
i.e. shirts/blouses and ties.

We also ask that children come to school in their
winter PE kit on the days that they have PE. Again children
should be in uniform for PE which is black/blue plain
jogging bottoms (not patterned / not another colour),
yellow t-shirt, school jumper and black trainers.

Jewellery

To ensure the safety of all children, we will only allow children to wear small stud
earrings (not dangly earrings) and a watch, on the days that they are not doing PE.

On PE days we are asking that children do not wear any jewellery, so that it is not
lost if they are asked to remove it for physical lessons. Thank you for supporting
us with this, your child's safety is at the forefront of our uniform decisions. .
